Brief Welcome Report by SHCC Project Leader

Prof. Dr. ASAKURA TAKASHI, SHCC Project Leader. The SHCC Project, implemented by Tokyo Gakugei
University with support from The Nippon Foundation, successfully concluded Phase 1 after nearly seven years
(2019-2025). Beginning as a small initiative, the project grew into a structured collaboration with PTEC and
BTEC, supported by local staff and Japanese academic experts, overcoming early challenges and the COVID-19
pandemic through strong in-person cooperation. Guided by a “middle-up and middle-down” approach, the
project focused on strengthening Teacher Education Colleges as key drivers of sustainable improvement in
school health education. Major achievements include the development of comprehensive School Health
textbook for the primary education 2 credits and a Teacher’s Guidebook lecturers. An extensive capacity
building for lecturers through 25 trainings in Cambodia and 4 trainings in Japan. To date, a total of 1,200
student teachers have studied School Health across four cohorts. Among them, 900 graduates from the first
three cohorts are now working as teachers across Cambodia and are capable of teaching School Health.

From 2026, Phase 2 will begin under a new organization, the NGO STEP (School Health Training and Ecohealth
Promotion Foundation), which will continue SHCC’s activities with support from The Nippon Foundation,
aiming to establish a School Health specialization course in the lower secondary teacher education programs
at Phnom Penh and Battambang Teacher Education College.

Remark by Executive Director of The Nippon Foundation

Mr. ARIKAWA TAKASHI, Executive Director of the Department of International Affairs at The Nippon
Foundation, highlighted the successful completion of Phase 1 (2020-2025) of the SHCC project. He expressed
gratitude to the Ministry of Education, Youth and Sport, Teacher Education Colleges, project partners and
stakeholders for their strong cooperation and commitment.

Mr. Arikawa highlighted that the SHCC project has strengthened pre-service teacher training in the new School
